End of Trail TG Meeting Minutes – June 23, 2010

Item:

1. Loading an extra round in a rifle – An attempt to address the double jeopardy penalty (minor safety for overloading rifle, AND minor safety for live round on carrier at unloading table) was on the voting agenda last year, 2009, but failed to carry [54.5% FOR and 44.6% AGAINST], but the issue is still very much alive. Three years have to intervene before an agenda item can be voted on again, but discussion at the TG meeting suggested that it could come up again in different wording.  Stay tuned!
2. The B-Western category is supposed to represent the era beginning 1884 (see RO-II), but availability of replica Burgess rifles (1880) provide a unique rifle that could be used by B-Western shooters if the date were changed to beginning 1880, and thus including the Burgess rifle for B-Western.  This did not seem to raise any negative discussion.

3. Inclusion of the “Mare’s leg” as a main match gun – Availability of the cut-down Winchester 92, known as a “Mare’s leg” raised the question of allowing it as a main match gun. In addition to having a limited round capacity, the Steve McQueen-style of shooting the gun, which has no sights, from the hip raised concerns about safety.  The straw poll was strongly negative!

4. Discussion of revising shooter categories by age – The TG’s do not have a vote on this one, but the wild bunch is against it.
5. Discussion as to whether it is reasonable to shoot “down” in age based categories – It has always been possible to shoot in a category younger than your age, and some objected to this as “shopping categories.” Santa Fe River Stan made the comment that if some old Fa## shot in Wrangler category and beat his butt, he would not hold it against him, but would practice harder.  Most everyone agreed.

6. Discussion on having a “big Boy” category where the really fast shooters could compete amongst themselves. There was little interest in this idea; they can compete in several categories now.

7. Discussion on front site – It is currently legal to paint the back side of the front site, as lonog as it is: a) painted from barrel to top of site, and b) painted a traditional color, such as brass, ivory or black, but not fluorescent.

8. The Wild Bunch website (www.sassnet.com/wildbunch) is now up.

Open discussion:

1. Snakebite requested clarification on shotgun ammo holders over other ammo belts.  It is legal to have a SG holder over a pistol belt, but not over shotgun loops.

2. There was a (mercifully short) discussion about a shooter who brought his own carpet to the loading table. See what important items come up at the TG meetings?
